The Annual Provincial Professional Development Day for all teachers in the English-Ukrainian Bilingual Program was held on May 23rd at 

Smith Jackson School in the Mountain View School Division. About 40 teachers and administrators participated in the sessions. The main 

speaker and workshop coordinator was Olenka Bilash, Professor, Department of Secondary Education, Coordinator of Second Languages 

and International Education, of the University of Alberta.  

Teachers received lots of valuable information from Dr. Bilash. She spoke on the similarities between teaching second languages and culture. 

Teachers experienced how to be a second language learner and obtained a better understanding of teaching strategies. Dr. Bilash introduced 

numerous teaching ideas, which can be applied to different grades and language levels. Teachers were provided with methods of teaching 

through stories and games. It provided a wonderful opportunity for all teachers to practice these learning activities.   

After such a productive day, teachers improved their pedagogical skills and knowledge of teaching a heritage language. A big thank you goes 

to the Smith Jackson School Principal, Paul Trochanowski, for providing this opportunity and invaluable learning experience. 



 

In 2014, as recognition and celebration of 200 years since Shevchenkoõs birth, MPUE engaged 5 Artists to lead an art project that 

would span all grade levels throughout the 12 English Ukrainian Bilingual Program (EUBP) schools in Manitoba. Students worked 

under the guidance of the commissioned artists to collaborate and create a childõs interpretation of Taras Shevchenkoõs significant 

contributions to Ukrainian cultural identity. The children were asked to base their images on the 3 different themes: 

Å  Kindergarten to Grade 2/3 - Taras Shevchenko's Birthplace 

Å  Grade 3 to 5/6 - An Illustration Based on Taras Shevchenko's Writings  

Å  Grade 6 to 8/9 - What Taras Shevchenko Stood For 

The artist worked with the individual schools, students and teachers and expressed the work in the fabric based medium of their 

choice. It is our hope that this opportunity for artistic expression by the children has reinforced their understanding of Taras 

Shevchenko as an important influence on Ukrainian culture.  

These stunning art pieces were unveiled for their first public exhibit at the Osvita Foundation Testimonial Banquet on June 4, 

2014.  The attendees were very impressed with the students' art work.  These art panels will be a legacy for the English-Ukrainian 

Bilingual students and will be displayed during Folklorama at the Ukraine-Kyiv Pavilion as well as other venues over the summer
